The lights switch on and off automatically depending on cabinet use. * Do not cover the grilles or block the entry or exhaust of airflow by placing objects up against the refrigeration unit.

* Should manual defrosting be necessary, turn off the refrigeration system and allow the ice to melt by air circulation. Collect
ice and water during defrost to prevent a slip hazard. Do not use mechanical methods to remove ice, as this may damage
the refrigeration circuit.

Cleaning

Ensure the cabinet is unplugged from the power supply before cleaning.

* Do not use any electrical devices or appliances inside the food storage compartment.

Wipe the inside and outside of the cabinet, including the door gasket, with a damp cloth, taking care to keep moisture away from * This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities,
